. Early in the history of M. V. C ., the Y. Y.-l. C. A. was organized and from tha t 

tune to the present, it has been a potent factor in the lives of the girls of the College. 
vVhen a daughter leaves home and parent:, for the firs t time to go to school, she find s 
in the Association a sympathy, counsel, and intercourse, a ci rcle of interested com · 
panions, who will throw around her an influence which tends to develop woman hood. 

The Christian Associations stand as the exponents of the re ligious life of the stu­
dent. T hey are no longer ideal principles, but have become moving factors in College 
religious development. 

The Y. \iV. C. A. in }I. V. C. a t present includes thirty-eight girls, and carries 
on an active Christian work throughout the year. We pride ourselves on the fact that 
ours is the only Y. W. C . A. in the state having daily meetings. From seven-fo rty 
to eight each morning, devotional exercises are held, and to the Association girls, a 
day would seem incomplete without these few moments communio:1 with God. It 
helps us to start each day aright. 

Two of our former Presidents are laboring for the advancement of God ', 
Kingdom in the Foreign Field, and our P resident and Vice-President of this year, are 
members of the Volunteer Band, having purposed to give their lives to foreign ,rnrk 
w hen through College. 

Under the auspices of the Missionary Committee, a Mission Study C lass has been 
organized. This Class is composed of eleven gi rls and meets for an hour each week at 
the home of Mrs. V. V. Huff. Mrs. Huff is our Faculty member, and the Associa­
tion owes much to her interest and able assistance. 

Every year we have sent one or more delegates to the State Convention. Last 
year Mrs. Huff and Marguerite Downs represented us at Columbia. This year 
Minnie Claggett and Grace Rolofson, our President and Vice-President, represented 
us at Mexico. Our delegates have always brought back pleasing reports of the inspira­
tion and joy of these meetings; they have especially been impressed with the person­
ality of the women who were there, and have been helped and broadened by contact 
with so many Christian girls. 

Our Association has extended its influence over nearly every g irl in school. The 
Cabinet has planned and worked to faithfully carry out their motto : "To make Christ 
real to every girl in school." Last February a contest was carried on which greatly 
increased the attendance at the morning meetings. We are few in numbers, but our 
work has undoubtedly had its influence, and many a girl has been developed into a 
purer and sweeter womanhood because of the Y. \ V. C. A. F or every Association 
girl , some of her sweetest memories in years to come, wi ll cling around the Associa­
tion. Some of the truest friendships ever formed have been among gi rls w ho came 
very close together in thei r Association work. Perhaps some of us w ill never know 
till our school days are over, what a powerful influence the Y. \i\T. C. A. has exerted 
over our lives. That influence has g iven us strength to meet the burdens of life wi th 
better courage, and I am sure there are none of us who will not be better for our 
daily twenty minutes communion with God, 111 the Association Hall of :VI. V. C.
