Gift enhances Mass Communication program

MVC Coordmator of Alumni Relations and PR evision studio into tl1ree new working spaces, 

Missouri Valley College has received a 
$15,000 gift from the estate ofVeva Jackson 
Lickey. 

Mrs. Lickey was a Well-known volunteer 
in the Marshall area and was inducted into 
the Missouri Valley College Women 's Hall 
fame in 1992. She received her degree at 
Culver-Stockton College in Canton, Mo. and 
taught school for many years. Lickey died in 
Marshall , Mo, in October at the age of 97. 

The college administration, with the sup­
pmt of the Board of Trustees, determined the 
Depa1tment of Mass Communication, a sec­
tion of the Arts and Humanities Division, 
would benefit the greatest from the funds. 

Missouri Valley College President Bonnie 
Humphrey said, "It is always a wonderful 
surprise when those who fee l strongly about 
Valley show their appreciation through an 
estate gift." A portion of the funds was 

as well as the renovation of a print journal­
ism produ,ction lab. The new classroom con­
tains a 12-foot video projector and computer 
presentation equipment to allow professors to 
lecture and students to screen and mix the 
audio and visual components of their proj­
ects. The new editing lab will contain new 
computers for editing recorded material. 

"The new technology is critical for Siu­
dents to gain experience for future use in 
their careers," said Kendal Rasnake, assiStant 
professor of Mass Communication. An 
instructor's office has been added and the 
existing televi sion studio was upgrnded with 
the funds. 

Under the supervision of Rasnake and 
David Roberts, assistant professor of Mass 
Communication, the department wi ll pur­
chase a new first-class digital camera, _several 
new computers, a lab pack of the pubhS!ung 
program QuarkXPress, a D_VD burner and a 

higher quahty laser color 
printer. Currently, 58 Siu­
dents, majoring in Mass 
Communication, will be~efit 
directly from the renovations 
and equipment made possible 
by this gift. .
