Speicher, Germany, Dec. 11, "18.
Dearest Mother and Father:

Since my last letter to you I've certainly traveled some and seen some
country. We left Sapogne, France, the place of my last letter on November
30, anc-l since then we've crossed a section of Belgium, all of Luxemburg and a
good many kilometers into Germany, about 50 or 75 I should say. ‘

I thot France was pretty, but Belgium and Germany are the most lfeaunful
countries I've ever seen, and the roads are wonderful. This part of (:erma.ny
is mountainous, so you know what the scenery is like—beautiful \-'al[L:ys with
mountain streams and on the whole it reminds me very much of (olorac'lo.
This part of the country isn't in as bad condition as some others farliher 1n:
Around Cologne the people are starving, while here they are very pro::;iclmu.s
and have plenty to eat and wear. Several bakeries -and (‘m:d'_\' sho.ps arf_ ‘1erc
in town, and every other store has a “beer fountain.” We're .Stlll detached
from the company, out with the Infantry. We're billeted here “jltll the p'cople
and we surely have it nice. My orderly and I have a roor.u all nicely fm:nmhcc{
and with the best bed, big feather bed. You can't imagine how good it feels
to sleep in a regular bed. The infantry kitchen feeds us. The German govern-

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ment pays the people for billeting us and pays us for our rations. We heard
We Were to stay here for thirty days.

There's a city of 50,000, just 20 kilometers from here, and that's where the
hospital is.  Of course we always stick around a while when we get down there,
We've seen some high powered German officers down there. Wear big shiny
spike helmets, long gray capes and swords—beautiful uniforms. The people are
very courteous and treat us fine. We went to the city vesterday, Trier is the
name, and took the Medical Captain and an Infantry Major and stayed all day
—surely had a good time. Went to the picture show, then to a beautiful ljttle
coffee shop and had coffee and pie. Spent the greater part of the day window
shopping. I bought you each a Xmas present, but I'm going to bring it to you.

When the war was going on we caught and suffered many hardships, but
now we're having a great time. We got a hair cut and shave for 75 plennings
(15 cts.). Can you beat that?> We haven't seen the company for three weeks.
They're around here somewhere, but where nobody knows. Of course we haven't
had any mail since we left them. One of the boys here got his Xmas boxes
vesterday, so I may have mine and the box from Paris, too, when I see the com-
pany again. It looks like Xmas over here now. All women carrying armsful
of boxes. I sure wish this Xmas could be like last, but no chance. I wanted
a letter to reach you close to Xmas, but this is the first time they've allowed
us to write since November 27th, so this must be vour Xmas present until I
come home.

We haven't seen the sun for two weeks, been raining about every other
day, but not a bit cold. We've had one little snow. Well, here's hoping you
have the best Xmas possible.

Then they all decided
they had had enough, so they shook hands and became friends once more.

We are sorry to say that there were two casualties, Miss Ethel Glenn, a
Sophomore, having been locked in her room at the girls’ dormitory, jumped
from the window and is suffering with a broken ankle. And Mr. Fred Leyhe,
also a Sophomore, was under the trap door when one of the heavyweights came
down and as a result he has a broken collar bone. Needless to say, many girls
as well as boys are wearing bruises and scratches as remembrances of the fight.

After peace had been made the opposing forces gathered in front of the main

building to have their pictures taken. It certainly was a rough but happy
looking crowd.
